While considerable progress is being made to reduce the emissions from ships using heavy fuel or
marine gas oil, the resulting emissions of NOX and particulate matter are still significant.  These
emissions could be greatly reduced by changing to Gas as the fuel.  In making this step change there
are many challenges to be met, such as engine technology to burn gas efficiently, storage and safety
issues on board ship, the supply chain, pricing and the role of classification societies.
